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The Map screen
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The Map screen is the most important and frequently used screen of the software. The
Vehimarker (a blue arrow by default) represents your current position, and the orange line
shows the recommended route. There are screen buttons and data fields on the screen to
help you navigate. During navigation, the screen shows route information.

At the top of the screen, you see your heading and the house numbers on left
and right if you have not selected a route destination. When navigating a route,
you see the next manoeuvre and the next street/road on your route. Tap either of
them to open the route itinerary.
